Judge in SC Bench Critical of Nupur Sharma Speaks Against Personal Attacks on 

Social Media. 'In India, which cannot be defined as a completely mature or defined 

democracy, social media is employed frequently to politicise purely legal and 

constitutional issues,' Justice Pardiwala said. New Delhi: Justice J.B. Pardiwala, one of 

the judges in the Supreme Court bench which had been critical of Bharatiya Janata 

Party leader Nupur Sharma’s anti-Islam comments, has said that personal attacks on 

judges makes them consider what the media thinks more than what the law thinks. 

The judge also called for the regulation of social media to this end. 

NDTV has reported that the judge, speaking at a public event on Sunday, July 3, said 

that “personal attacks on judges for their judgments lead to a dangerous scenario.”

A bench of the Supreme Court on July 1 had come down heavily on Sharma for her 

remarks on national television against Prophet Mohammed, observing that it was 

made either for cheap publicity, political agenda or some nefarious activities. “The 

way she has ignited emotions across the country. This lady is single-handedly 

responsible for what is happening in the country. We saw the debate on how she was 

incited. But the way she said all this and later says she was a lawyer, it is shameful.
